The Summit
County Fire Warden Bryce Boyer would like to remind
everyone that you cannot burn slash piles in MLPOA
without an official burning permit issued & approved
by Summit County. Failure to comply could result in a
violation & fine. We all have too much to lose in

Manor Lands & the enjoyment we have can easily go
up in smoke if it is not controlled. Summit County is
also in the process of  looking into forming a Uinta
Lands & Manor Lands Fire Department (UMFD). If you
are a certified wild land fire fighter & would be

willing to volunteer when you are in Manor Lands,
please register with a board member and/or Caretaker
when arriving in MLPOA .

We have three fire trucks in MLPOA Fire Station
inventory. Our wild land firefighting equipment now

consists of a 1000 gallon water tender six wheel truck
& a 500 gallon fire response pumper truck owned by

Federal Excess Property Program (FEPP).  We also
have a 200 gallon mini - pumper truck owned by
MLPOA. All equipment is up & running in the summer
months only. NOTE: Information on Fire Danger will

be posted at each gate as follows: LOW: minimal
probability. MODERATE: use extreme caution. HIGH:
fi re pits only. NO FIRES: means no fires allowed
because MLPOA adheres to State & County laws when
fires have been banned. For more information please
contact the board member over fire safety.

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Rule 1. The Manor Lands Board of Directors has

adopted & supports the State of Utah Department of
Natural Resources Division of Forestry, Fire & State
Lands&t he US Forest Service 0
Guide for the Homeownerd as
fire protection. More stringent regulations may be

imposed regarding the use of fires within Manor Lands

as determined by the board of directors & posted on

the gat es when required to ensure the safety of the
members. MLPOA members should establish fuel
reduction by creating a defensible space around their

cabin or campsite. Members should comply with the
oLiving With Fire Guide for
pamphlet re commends removing dead & diseased trees

& slash to provide improved forest resistance to fire
danger. Trees should be trimmed of low limbs 15

feet above the ground when  trees are 35 feet or

higher. Lower trees should be trimmed 1/3 height, a
minimum 6 fee t. Trees close to cabins should have
branches trimmed 30 feet above the ground. Spacing

of trees should follow the D+4 formula. Diameter (D)

at chest height is measured in inches and 4 is added,
resulting in the total number of feet to the next

tree. A10 - inch tree should be 14 feet from its

neighbor.

Rule 2. There are NO OPEN FIRES allowed in Manor
Lands. An Open fire can cause vegetation, tree roots

& hanging trees to catch fire & burn. This includes

the burning of slash in a non designated area, unless
controlled by the Summit County and/or State.

Rule 3. Outdoor fires are only authorized in a safe
fire pit that meets MLPOA, Summit County & State
suggested & preventive guidelines. Use of propane
stoves are approved uses.

Fire pit guidelines at
habitationo

Definition: _ permanently improved places of habitation
are homes or cabins that are fixed in place & the

area surrounding the structur e is improved & the
vegetation modified to mitigate fire danger.

Guidelines:

a) Fire pits must have a concrete, or metal side that
measures at least 18 inches from the bottom of the
pittoth e top.

oper

b) Fire pits must be 18 inches deep into mineral soil
absent of roots or any other organic materials with a
solid ring made of non combustible material that is at
least 18 inches in height that will contain the fuel
wood & coals while shielding the ashes from being
blown by the wind.

c) Fire pits must have a concrete, sand, or mineral
bottom. The campfire or fire pit must be at least 15
feet away from any combustible vegetation or
structures, vertically & horizontally. Fire resistant
vegetation as part of the landscaping is excluded.

d) One person 18 years of age or older must attend
the fire at all times.

e) Ten gallons of water or more must be dedicated &
immediately available on - site for fire suppression.

f) At least one standard sized shovel must be

dedicated & immediately available on - site for fire
suppression.
g) The campfire or fire pit must be com pletely

extinguished, cold to touch, when not attended.

h) Persons responsible for escaped or unattended
campfires or fire pits are subject to prosecution &
suppression cost from County, State & MLPOA fines &
penalty assessments.

i) There should be at least a six - foot clearance
around the fire pit consisting of a layer of mineral

soil, sand pea gravel, or concrete (no vegetation, or
overhanging branches, or any other flammable
material).

j) A screen with openings no greater than 1 inch that
can be placed over the fire pit is recommended.

k) All MLPOA Members must meet these
requirements & can have their fire pits checked by a
MLPOA Board of Dire ctors to help validate that it
meets the guidelines & recommendations of a safe fire
pit as defined by MLPOA Rules & Regulations, Summit
County& Utah State ordinances, codes & statues.

The Board of Directors can temporarily revoke use of
afire pitatany time if a higher than normal fire
hazard exists or occurs around a fire pit until fire
danger is reduced.

Rule 4. All Fireworks, including sparklers & caps are
illegal within the boundaries of Manor Lands.

Rule 5. Trees & vegetation in close proximity with
buildings should be removed as per Rule 1, to reduce

danger of fire. (The Board of Directors suggests

inviting Utah Division of Forestry, Fire & State Lands
Fire Warden t o i ntsé&baildingsto veipe
determine what vegetation is dangerous). Not all
vegetation needs to be removed.

Rule 6. Any burning of dead trees, slash and/or waste
vegetation is prohibited, except in the burn area
designated by t he Board of Directors or in a MLPOA
recommended fire pit.

Rule 7. Whenever the Bureau of Land Management,
Utah Division of Forestry, Fire & State Lands, or
Summit County declares a moratorium on outdoor fires
in an area that includest  he National Forest Lands in
Summit County, that moratorium shall also be in force
in Manor Lands.

MLPOA BOARD OF DIRECTORS has posted plans for
Fire pit guidelines and specifications on the MLPOA
WEB page for your review when putting in your fire

pit.

BURN PIT: If you have slash (defined as brush,
shrubs, trees, roots & limbs), please take it to the
MLPOA approved burn pit located north of Manor
Lands. It can be accessed through the red gate using
your Manor Lands gate key. It is for slash only. NO
GARBAGE, BUILDING MATERIAL, NAILS or METAL
or CEMENT is allowed. If you do not know how to get
there, a map is on the bulletin board, or the
Caretaker or a board member can provide directions
to the burn pit.

FUEL REDUCTION: The Fire Fighting Crews will be
available to clear, cut trees & chip the slash on lots

that have structures & are in need of help in reducing

the dead fall around the property. This all depends

on the number of forest fires to fight. Please

contact the Division of Forestry, Fire & State Lands,
Dale Jablonski 435 - 781 - 5463 for more information.




SECURITY: (Don Lord)  NEW GATE
LOCKS/PROCEDURES: As scheduled and announced,
all Manor Lands gate locks have been changed and new
keys are required to open the gates. A second order

of key s has been received and is available for
purchase by those property owners who have not
received their full allotment of keys and want more

than they currently have. Contact Don Lord: (801)

785- 6707 or cell: (801) 717 - 7128 in Lindon, Utah to
make arrange ments to meet and purchase the keys.
Keys wil/ not be issued fro
except in pre - arranged situations. You may also
purchase keys by mail as described in a related

article on the manorlands.org web site. As has

always been the case, keys will be issued only to the
owner of record on each Man
essential that you maintain control of the keys you

have been issued and not lose track of any of them.

All keys must be turned over to the new owners

iffwhen you sell your  property. Visit the
manorlands.org web site for more information on
security related procedures and requirements.

Remember that property owners are not authorized to
let anyone through the gate who does not have one of
the new gate keys or is not a guest of the property
owner. Ask to see their key if someone wishes to be
letin. If you are going to follow someone in, show
them your key before proceeding.

Gate locks and procedures are put in place for the
benefit and protection of all Manor Lands propert y
owners by helping to ensure that only authorized
persons have access to Manor Lands property areas.
Our goal is to minimize or eliminate any incidents of
vandalism or theft and to maintain the property for

use by property owners and their guests.

SECURITY UPDATE: Summit County has an
agreement with the Uinta County Sheriff, and
Evanston Sheriff Departments, and Fire & Emergency
personnel, to respond to 911 emergency calls. They
all have keys & access to our gates. Last year
Summit County & Evanston Fire/Paramedics & Sheriff
Departments responded to several emergencies,
including break ins, medica
which are illegal in Utah. We are in a gated
community but the law is the law & they have access
& do patrol MLPOA. These issues could be avoided if
owners & guests would be courteous & obey the Rules
& Regulations. Please remember that you are
responsible for yo urself & guests. As the weather

gets better & we have more
pl ease dondt tear the roads
the speed | imit in MLPOA).

need to have lot numbers clearly displayed. The
caretaker would be happyt o help make tags for a
minimal fee or you can make your own. Please use
reflective 36 numbers & s
of the ATV & Snowmobile. If you are in need of keys

for the gates please contact the person over Security

& they will make every  accommodation to get them to
you in a timely manner. All gates bordering Manor
Lands are to be kept locked at all times of the year,
except for entering & exiting. Offenders will be

fined fifty dollars ($50.00). Repeat offenders may be

prosecuted. A fiv e hundred dollar ($500.00) reward
shall be paid for information leading to the arrest &
conviction of any person for the vandalism of any
MLPOA gate, lock, vehicles, property or buildings
under the direct & immediate control of Manor Lands
Property Owners Association. For more information
please contact the board member over Security.

ROADS: (Wes Johnson) This is a reminder to all that
the SPEED LIMIT ON ALL MLPOA ROADS IS 15
MPH. We have an agreement wi th the Summit County
Sheriff to patrol our roads. Recently we met with the
Utah Division of Wildlife Resources (DWR) to discuss
helping us on issues related to speed limits and ATV
violations.. DWR Conservation Officers (COs) patrol
the north slope of the Uintas an average of 3 or 4
times a week. On one weekend recently they issued
20 citations for ATV violations in the first 2 miles of

the North Slope road.

COs are full fledge law enforcement personnel that
can write any ticket for any violation of state c ode,
not limited to fish and wildlife issues.

We have issued DWR CO s keys to access Manor Lands
on an occasional basis. Mainly they will be

investigating wildlife issues, but they can also address
any violation of state code, especially ATV violations.

So we will be having an additional law enforcement
presence in Manor Lands.

We had Flare Construction grade some of our roads
this year, and they did a great job. We wanted to

get more done, but weather conditions prevented more
grading. We are still trying t 0 get a company to set
up a rock crusher to make gravel for us. There are a
couple of companies from whom we have requested
bids. Graveling is expensive. One bid we received this
year was $40,000 for one mile of road.

SNOW PLOWING: Only those persons auth orized by
the MLPOA Board of Directors are allowed to plow

the roads for snow. Anyone not authorized to plow

snow and damages the road will be held responsible

for all costs to repair the road.




FINANCIAL: _ (Dale Perry) Manor Lands Finances:Our
Manor Land financial situation is going well this year.
Almost all of our members have paid their annual fees
this year. We have made o ur last installment on the
property (Lot 712 A) we have been purchasing. Itis
located just inside the green gate next to our
Security Cabin.

Expenses for re - keying gates this year will be
approximately $12,000.00. Fortunately, most
members have purchas ed their new keys.

We anticipate that, by the time those who will yet
purchase their new keys, we will break even on this
major security investment.

Our budget, while tight, is looking good. At present
we see no reason why we won't be within budget for
the 2009 year.

PINE BEETLE UPDATE: First of all we would like to
thank Colleen Keyes & her crew for their dedication

to helping us battle the Mountain Pine Beetle in

MLPOA. The Utah Division of Forestry, Fire and

State Lands will again provide help for Pi ne Beetle.
You will receive a letter from the Division of Forestry
introducing an opportunity to participate in this

mountain pine beetle project. If you decide to
participate please complete & return the permission to
access form to Colleen Keyes ASAP. Your trees will
be surveyed & marked within 100 feet of a structure

or clearly observed camping site. You will also receive
follow - up letters with detailed information on how to
participate in the project. If some of your mature

trees are dying & turning brown, please help reduce
the fire danger by cutting them down & removing the
dead trees ASAP. Dying trees may still have beetles

in them. To prevent beetles from exiting the tree to
attack a new green tree, cut all branches or sections
larger than six  inches in diameter & place or pile the
wood in full sunlight completely covered with 10 ml
CLEAR plastic or with two layers of thinner clear

plastic. Make sure there are no tears in the plastic

or gaps along the seams of the plastic sheets & seal

the pile around the base with dirt. This must be done
by 30 June 610. Leave wood

(when it is safe to take wood to the MLPOA burn pit).

E any species of hoofed pro
also required to use a leashw  hen walking your pets.
Additiona lly, be aware that there are moo se, bears,
coyotes & varmints that also live in MLPOA & can

attack your pet s. The raccoons, foxes & rodents are
abundant this year so keep a watchful eye since they
carry diseases. Consider pu tting your food containers
& bird feeders in at night as they are attractors.

WHERE IS MY CABIN? If you are trying to find a
plat map showing the location of your lot in Manor
Lands, Summit County has all of the plat maps

available for downloading on th  eir website. Here is
how to find your plat: www.summitcounty.org
Departments, Recorder, then Click on: Sire Web
Center.

DITCHES/CANALS : Please help maintain the
flow of water in the canals. We do not own the
water ditches/canals that run through Manor
Lands, but we are responsible  to report any illegal
usage. There have been reports of abuse on the
canals. Do not dump trailer sewage or gray water
into the canals or by the canals as this is
contaminating & is unlawful. There is no damning,
diverting, destroying or digging around th e
ditches. Septic tanks are required to have a

septic tank permit & must be over fifty feet away
from any water source per Summit County.

DUMPSTERS: The dumpsters are for household
kitchen type garbage only. ABSOLUTELY NO

couches, chairs, metal tables & hazardous

materials. If the dumpsters are full please take

your garbage home. If you have other trash that

needs to go to the Evanston Dump, the directions

are on the bulletin board. Please help us. If you

see someone abusing our dumpster privileges,

inform them or contact us. They will be taken

them away if they are abus
